- Written informed consent

- Emergency surgery

- Pancreatic tumour patients

- Patients who will be operated due to an abdominal aortic aneurysm

- Peritonitis

- Coagulopathy

- Current immunosuppressive therapy (more than 40 mg of a corticoid per day or
azathioprin)

- Chemotherapy within the last 2 weeks before operation

- Radiotherapy of the abdomen within the last 6 weeks before operation

- Pregnant women (pregnancy test has to be performed)

- Severe neurologic and psychiatric disease

- Lack of compliance
