Erkrankung Kinder: Leukämien und Lymphome: Neu diagnostiziert / de novo

Einschlusskriterien Newly diagnosed de novo ALL (B-ALL or T-ALL) with definitive evidence of BCR-
ABL1 fusion by karyotype, FISH and/or RT-PCR

Adequate liver, cardiac, renal function-

Ausschlusskriterien Known history of chronic myelogenous leukemia (CML)-

ALL developing after a previous cancer treated with cytotoxic chemotherapy-

Active, uncontrolled infection or active systemic illness that requiresongoing
vasopressor support or mechanical ventilation

Down syndrome-

Pregnancy and Breast Feeding-

Patients with congenital long QT syndrome, history of ventricular arrhythmias or heart
block

Prior treatment with dasatinib, or any BCR-ABL1 inhibitor other than imatinib.-
